Updates

KLC City Day/City Night will take place in Frankfort on February 12, 2020. If anyone is interested in attending, please contact Sherry
by January 27th.

Last year the City processed approximately 176 open records requests. In an effort to better organize the processing of these
requests, we are now using a cloud-based program called JustFOIA. The new system went into effect January 1st and within the first
week, we had already received six requests. It is our goal to communicate with other departments through JustFOIA when working
on the requests that involve them.

We have entered into an agreement with Demandstar to streamline our bid process and to reach a larger audience. This is a free
program for governments. How does it work? | enter our bid packets into their program, along with known vendors that would be
interested in the bid package. Demandstar notifies all the vendors. They offer a free subscription so that any vendor who might only
want notifications for the City of Erlanger can subscribe at no cost and then receive notifications and not pay a download fee.
Interested vendors can still contact the City for a free copy of the bid package. County subscriptions are $25.00 a year for all
agencies within that county. It is $100.00 for a statewide membership. Boone County just signed up. Kenton and Campbell Counties
are in the agreement process. The more vendors entered into Demandstar, the more people our bid information will reach. Please
Note: All street project bids will continue to go through Viox and Viox. Instructions will be placed on Demandstar to contact Viox and
Viox for information.
